& You will get an online application link from KNU in early May after you have been nominated by your home university.
® Please double check the personal information you provide to your home university (i.e. the spelling of your name in
English, date of birth, e-mail, etc.) and make sure there are no typos since that information will appear on a transcript at
the end of the program.

® The Korean language class is for beginners who hardly know Korean, so unfortunately, if you are majoring in Korean
and have studied for over two years or are at a pre-intermediate level or above, this program is not going to be suitable
for you.

® You will have a chance to share about yourself and communicate with other students through joining the following
optional events. More information will be provided again at the end of May.

* 1 minute video for Opening / Closing ceremony of the program

* Culture Day (15-20 minute presentation and PPT about your country)

* Talent Show (3-10 minute video that shows off one of your talents, such as singing, dancing, playing musical
instruments, etc. )

& A transcript will be issued only when you have attended at least 80% of all classes. If you are absent more than 3 days
out of 10, you will not be eligible for a transcript.

& Throughout the two week program, you will have six opportunities to participate in small group discussions in English
via Zoom. Each discussion will last for one hour and utilize Zoom’s breakout room feature. Each group will be made
randomly and will have between 5-7 students. The topics for discussion will be provided in advance in June so that you
may have time to think and prepare in advance.
